Reserve List

I wanted to propose a new rule about a Reserve List to assist owners in managing the roster.  

1. Number of Players: Two Player Reserve List – One hitter and one pitcher per week.
* This is not a Taxi Squad.
2. Purpose of Reserve List.- There are a couple of reason why I proposed this rule: a) Several times a player gets hurt and might be out less than 15 days, (i.e. might miss 7-8 games or 1 week).  Since the player is not placed on the DL, an owner has to have a zero on their roster for that time period.  Second, sometimes a player gets hurt on a Sunday/Monday but doesn’t get placed on the DL until Weds.  This also gives the owner a zero for the week. B) Another benefit could be if a player is struggling badly or might be losing their job, you could bench him for a week and make a decision during the week.  However, the primary purpose is for injuries. 

3. Rules for Reserve List: 

a. Player must come from Free Agent pool to active roster.  Player on active roster must get placed on Reserve List.  You cannot pick up a player and put them on the Reserve List.  So you’re basically deactivating an active player to make a move.

b. You can only place a player on the Reserve List after making a Free Agent pick up, not as the result of a lopsided trade.

c. Timing of Pickups: Must be a Monday transaction before game time
d. A player can not be traded while on the Reserve List and must be place back on the active roster for 1 week before being eligible for trade

e. A player can only be on the Reserve List for 1 week

f. The Free Agent  is subject to the same Free Agent pickup rules – can’t be traded for two weeks and would be a 13th rounder

g. When a player is activated from the Reserve List, another player will need to be released.
h. A player picked up as a Free Agent cannot be “reserved” himself until he has been on the active roster for 2 weeks.

i. Cost:  $1.00 to make a move. 

j. An active player can not be put on the Reserve List more than 3 times during the year (this is to prevent an owner from shuttling a player back and forth)

4. Why I like the rule?  The league is so close.  People have won the league by a few HR, RBI, SB, Ks, etc.  Owners should have the opportunity to keep a 100% active roster at all times, especially if it is known the player is not going to play.  We spend so much time managing our teams that I think we should have the opportunity to have a 100% active roster, if possible.
